Objectives:

1. Develop the ability to be attentive to the sights and sounds of storytelling (NJCCCS: 3.2, 3.5, NJCCCSSD: *3.2, *3.5)

2. Develop the ability to respond to what is seen and heard.  (NJCCCS: 3.5 / NJCCCSSD: *3.5)

3. To become familiar with literature through the use of picture books, storybooks, video, CD-ROM, and books on tape (NJCCCS: 3.1, 3.2, 3.4 / NJCCCSSD: *3.2)

4. Become familiar with supplementary resources materials through the use of hand puppets, finger puppets, flannel board cutouts character cutouts, and masks.  (NJCCCS: 3.1, 3.2, 3.4, 3.5 / NJCCCSSD: *3.1, *3.2)

Materials:

1. Toy spiders made of different materials, including stuffed spiders, rubber spiders, pipe cleaners, etc.

2. Little Miss Spider by David Kirk

3. Handout for students to identify story elements

Anticipatory Set:


1.  Sort Spiders- The students will sort the spiders by texture.  They will 
group the 
spiders into fuzzy, rubber, stuffed, cardboard, etc.  This use of the tactile sense will 
appeal to students who 
might not be as visually adept.

2.  The instructor will lead a discussion with the students about spiders- what the 
students know, 
their experiences, what they want to learn, etc.

Procedure: 

1. Make predictions about story elements of this book.  Students will take a “picture walk” through the book, looking at the illustrations and attempting to guess what will occur in the story.
2. The students will be read Little Miss Spider.  Plot summary questions will be asked after every two pages.
3. Discuss the meaning of the terms characters, setting, problem, and solution and give an example from the story they just heard.
4. Students complete handout as the spider story is reread to them, filling out the different elements present in the story.  They will identify the characters, setting, problem, and solution.
Closure:

1. The students will discuss as a group whether the predictions from the picture walk were correct.
Evaluative Method:
1. The students will respond to teacher questions based on the terms discussed within the lesson (character, setting, etc).
2. Students will draw a specific character in a setting from the story to illustrate their understanding of the book.  Higher-functioning students could illustrate more in-depth concepts of the plot, such as problem/solution.

3. Teacher observation will be factored in when evaluating student work.
Assistant Responsibilities:

1. Assistant will prompt students verbally/physically.

2. Give positive reinforcement.

3. Frequently ask thought-provoking questions to prompt students to give the correct response.  Reward students as necessary.

Assistive Technology:

1. I Can Do It! Coping Cards for Kids: the students will be provided with a set of cards in order to remain motivated, on task, and positive throughout the lesson.

2. Students with behavioral problems will be provided with a personalized goal/reward sheet to keep on their desk.  It is laminated, and each day students will decide, with the help of their instructors, what goals they want to achieve during a particular lesson or day.  If they succeed, they are able to designate, along with the instructor, a appropriate award.

3. Students who have difficulty communicating verbally will be provided with augmentative communication devices.
